“Put That Away!” 

 
When I was younger, I probably heard my par-
ents say, “put that away”, a million times. Usual-
ly, it was when I was playing with something 
that wasn’t a toy, or something that could cause 
me harm. Now, I find myself using the same 

phrase with our three children. My, how the tables have 
turned! 
 
In case you weren’t with us last Wednesday evening, we were 
discussing how God’s Word has the ability to produce new life 
in us (through obedience to the gospel). However, in order for 
that new life to begin to grow and flourish, Peter tells us there 
are some things that we must put away. 
 
In 1 Peter 2:1-3, he said, “…put away all malice and all deceit 
and hypocrisy and envy and all slander. Like newborn infants, 
long for the pure spiritual milk, that by it you may grow up 
into salvation – if indeed you have tasted the Lord is good.”  
Malice, deceit, hypocrisy, envy and slander. These are not 
toys, and they don’t come from God. They are dangerous 
weapons placed into our hands by Satan himself, because he 
knows that humans have a tendency to tear each other apart. 
 
What about you this morning? Do you have any of these 
weapons buried inside your heart? Are you’re struggling with 
a secret sin that’s not on “the list”? If your answer to either of 
these questions is yes, I want to urge you, plead with you, and 
beg you to “put that away!”  
 
Paul says to, “Set your mind on things that are above, not 
things that are on earth. For you have died, and your life is 
hidden with Christ in God” (Colossians 3:2-3). It’s only once 
you have done these things, that your branch will experience 
new growth on the true vine – Jesus Christ.

Blind Faith 
Matthew 13:13-14 

 

Introduction: In a world that seems to need visible proof in 
order to believe something, the Christian faith is often the sub-
ject of ridicule. Thatôs because Jesus-followers are said to have 
ñblind faithò; that is, belief without true understanding. This 
morning, letôs challenge this worldview by looking at couple of 
individuals who had unwavering faith despite their impaired 
vision. 
 
1)   A Blind Woman 
¶ In 1820, a girl by the name of Francis Jane Crosby was 
born in Putnam County, New York. She was blinded 
within two months of being born, but as she grew, her 
determination and faith in Jesus kept her going. At the 
age of 8, she wrote her first verse of poetry, and by her 
death at 95, Francis – better known as Fanny – was 
said to have written over 9,000 hymns, many of which 
are still sung to this day. 

 
 
 
 
 

2)   A Blind Man 
¶ Over 2,000 years ago, a boy known only as Bartimaeus 
was born. He too was blind though for unknown rea-
sons. His story in Mark 10:46-52 reveals that, in spite 
of his inability to see, he had great faith in Jesus and 
His ability to heal him.  

 
 
 
 

3)   A Blind Nation 
¶ The Israelites – Godôs ñchosen peopleò in the Old Tes-
tament – should have had faith, but time after time, 
they pursued other gods. In reference to Israel, Isaiah 
42:20 says, ñHe sees many things, but does not observe 
them; his ears are open, but he does not hear.ò Collec-
tively, there was nothing wrong with the sight of the 
Israelites, but they refused to believe the evidence of 
their own eyes. 

 
 
 
 

Conclusion: Today, do you have an extraordinary ñblind 
faithò the way that Fanny Crosby and Bartimaeus did, or are 
you easily carried about by every wind of doctrine (Eph. 4:14) 
and thus deserving of the worldôs criticism?
