Six Letters 
 

Today, millions of people across the United 
States, Canada, and even faraway places like 
Australia are remembering some very special 
ladies. They may wear important titles like sis-
ter, aunt, grandmother, daughter, and friend, 

but there is one that they cherish above all others: mother. 
 
It should come as no surprise how six simple letters can 
mean so much to so many people. An old preacher by the 
name of E. H. Chapin once said, “No language can express 
the power and beauty and heroism and majesty of a mother’s 
love. It shrinks not where man cowers, and grows stronger 
where man faints, and over the wastes of worldly fortune 
sends the radiance of its quenchless fidelity like a star in 
heaven.” 
 
Yes, the love that a mother has for her children is often un-
matched in this world. Like a beacon of light that guides 
weary sailors through treacherous waters, a mother’s love 
shines brightly through the scrapes, bruises, and difficulties 
of life, reminding her children that they will always be 
cherished. 
 
For some, Mother’s Day may be a difficult time for various 
reasons, but there is still cause for celebration. That’s be-
cause the source of true love is God. He passionately cares 
for all his children and wants them to know that they can 
run to Him no matter how bad life gets. In Isaiah 49:15 
God said, “Can a woman forget her nursing child, that she 
should have no compassion on the son of her womb? Even 
these may forget, yet I will not forget you.”  
 
Today, as we honor our mothers, let’s not forget the God 
who taught them how to love. 

 Sermon Outline 

 
Words to Live By 

Proverbs 2:1-6 
 
Introduction: Motherhood is a special gift that entails much more 
than the act of giving birth. In fact, many women have no biological 
children of their own, but they possess all of the important qualities 
befitting of a mother. Among these are love, the desire to protect and 
provide, and the ability to give support and advice. In Proverbs 31, we 
see the impact that one wise mother had on her son. 
 

1.  The Destructiveness of Immorality 
 

A.  In Proverbs 31:3, Lemuel’s mother cautioned him to avoid 
the lavish and immoral lifestyles that have brought about 
the downfall of many kings. 

 
B. Parents, are you obeying the words of God in Deuteronomy 

11:19 to teach His words to your children and enlighten 
them about the harmfulness of living immorally? 

 
2.  The Dangers of Drinking 
 

A. In verses 4 and 5 of Proverbs 31, Lemuel’s mother warned 
him that drinking wine and “strong drink” could impair his 
judgment and affect the lives of others. 

 
B. Though the Bible never expressly condemns alcohol, parents 

need to educate their children about the hazards of drink-
ing or using other mind-altering substances. 

 
3.  The Desire for Justice 
 

A. According to Proverbs 31:8-9, Lemuel’s mother wisely 
urged him to judge fairly and to be a mouthpiece for those 
who are weak and less fortunate. 

 
B. In a world that is full of corruption, parents should encour-

age their children to be seekers of justice and helpers of the 
marginalized.   

 
Conclusion: Though little is known about King Lemuel, his ability to 
recount his mother’s words of wisdom is a testimony to the positive 
impact she had on him. To all of the mothers and surrogate mothers 
with us this morning, never underestimate the power you have to in-
fluence your children and ultimately point them to Christ.
