
Two Kinds of People: Which Are You? 

James 1:19-21 states: “Know this, my beloved broth-

ers: let every person be quick to hear, slow to speak, 

slow to anger; for the anger of man does not pro-

duce the righteousness of God. Therefore put away 

all filthiness and rampant wickedness and receive 

with meekness the implanted word, which is able to 

save your souls.” 

In this passage, James envisions two types of people. First, there’s the 

man who becomes easily angered when others – especially those speak-

ing with authority – dare to disagree with him or call his conduct into 

question. This kind of individual is not receptive to instruction from God’s 

Word. Instead, he filters it through his own desires and receives it selec-

tively, if at all. 

In contrast is the person who is slow to speak and quick to listen (v. 19). 

This person is not self-seeking, and is not concerned about defending his 

honor, because his confidence is ultimately in God, rather than himself. 

Because of this, he is slow to anger, and he receives the Word of God with 

meekness. 

Consider Moses who was criticized by his own siblings in Numbers 12:1-4. 

He could have fought back, but the Bible says, “…the man Moses was very 

meek, more than all people who were on the face of the earth” (v. 3). Con-

sider our Lord who was flogged, spat upon, and ultimately crucified, yet 

He did not call 12 legions of angels to deliver Him from His aggressors. 

You see, meekness is not retaliatory, but neither does it mean that we are 

doormats. Moses, Jesus, and others throughout the Bible knew they had 

power and authority, yet they did not abuse it. They humbled themselves 

and trusted in God’s strength and plan for their lives. 

The world needs more meekness. Are you up to the challenge?
