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Epaphras: The Man of Prayer

g | When you think of all the powerful “prayer

- warriors” of the Bible, who usually comes
to mind? Do you think of Abraham who
Moften“.cal |l ed upon the
¥ L OR(@en. 12:8; 13:4; 21:33)? Do you
consider Moseswho “..cr i ed unt
& L O R &h various occasions (Exodus 15:25;

17:4)? Or what about the apostle Paul who
made multiple petitions to God throughout the New Testa-
ment epistles? No doubt, each of these men had inspiring
prayer lives, but there is one man who’s impassioned appeals
are repeatedly overlooked.

As Paul was concluding his letter to the Christians at Colossae,

hewrote, Epaphras, who i s one
Jesus, greets you, al ways
ers, that you may stand ma
will ®Bd&ér Godbear him witnes
for you and for those in L

a p o’[Colossians 4:12-13).

Notice, first of all, that Epaphras was “struggling” on behalf of
his brethren in Colossae. In other words, he did more than
pray for them in passing. He intentionally advocated on their
behalf so that they would be anchored and strengthened in
the LORD. Secondly, Paul writes that Epaphras “worked hard”
for the Christians in Colossae and the neighboring cities of
Laodicea and Hierapolis. Again, the word choice here indi-
cates that Epaphras was dedicated to his brethren and la-
bored earnestly with them and for them.

How different would the church be today — how much
strength, maturity, and unity would it possess — if more Chris-
tians were willing to work and struggle in the way that Epa-
phras did? What kind of an impact might a church like that
have on society? We may never know unless we — like Epa-
phras — put our faith in the power of prayer.
